Attach the (J) Pelvis to the (G) Upper Support Poles and secure
by aligning the quick-connect push buttons into the pre-drilled holes as shown in
Figure 2. If there is in assembling the (J) Pelvis, try adjusting the upper legs until they
are properly aligned.

Lean the skeleton against the box it came with for easier assembly as shown in
Figure 1. Connect the (K) Spinal Support Pole to the top of the (J) Pelvis and secure
by aligning the quick-connect push button into the pre-drilled hole as shown in
Figure 2.

Slide the (L) Rib Cage over the (K) Spinal Support Pole then connect all available
cables from the (L) Rib Cage to the (J) Pelvis by color as shown in Figure 1and 2.
Tuck the cables into the cavity at the bottom of the (L) Rib Cage and then fit the (L)
Rib Cage onto the (J) Pelvis as shown in Figure 3. Align "head of metal tube” to
“middle hole of plastic part”. After aligned, slide the spine to the pelvic, at the
meanwhile, the metal tube will go throughout to fit them as shown in Figure 4.
