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Attaching Dual Cross Support To Extension Pipe

Drill hole in
extension pipe
through existing
hole in dual
cross support

Slide dual cross support (B) onto end of extension
pipe (sold separately) followed by extension pipe
fiber washer (F) and retaining collar (E). Tighten
retaining collar so that thread is securely engaged.

Align one small hole of retaining collar (E) with slot
of the extension pipe as shown in figure 1.2. Insert
and tighten one M5 x 10 mm phillips screw (G)
through hole of retaining collar into slot of extension

pipe.

Rotate dual cross support (B) to desired position.

Drill 3/8" dia. hole into extension pipe through hole
of dual cross support (B). Lock into place with 3/8"
bolt (C) and nylock nut (D) as shown in figure 1.1.

Attaching Extension Columns to Dual Cross Support

Thread extension column (A) into bottom of
threaded fitting on dual cross support (B) as shown.
Tighten extension column so thread is securely
engaged.

Align one small hole in the threaded fitting of dual
cross support (B) with slot of extension column
(A) as shown. Insert and tighten one M5 x 10 mm
penta-pin screw (J) through the hole of threaded
fitting and slot of extension column (A).

Use the M5 penta-pin tool (N) to tighten screw.
Repeat step two to attach second extension column
(A) to dual cross support (B).

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Attaching SolidePoint™ Column Mounts to Extension Columns

Insert four M10 x 15 mm penta-pin screws (L) into threaded holes on the sides of ceiling arm box (H) as shown in
figure 3.1. Leave approximately 1/4" of exposed thread as shown in detail 1.

Slide ceiling arm box (H) onto end of extension column (A) followed by extension column fiber washer (K) and
retaining collar (E) as shown in figure 3.2. Tighten retaining collar and align slot of extension column (A) with hole
of retaining collar (E).

k2R (nsert and tighten one M5 x 10 mm penta-pin screw (J) through the hole of the retaining collar (E) and slot of ex-
tension column (A) as shown in figure 3.3.

Insert one M5 x 10 mm penta-pin screw (J) through the tab on the back of ceiling arm box (H) as shown in detail 2.
Use the M5 penta-pin tool (N) to tighten screws. Repeat step three to attach second ceiling arm box (H).

NOTE: Both ceiling arm boxes (H) must be at same height to attach adapter plate (Q) properly.

DETAIL 2
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Attaching DSX750 To Ceiling Arm Boxes (Optional)

Attach two adapter box (supplied with DSX750) to ceiling arm box (H) using four M10 screws
(supplied with DSX750) per box as shown below.
NOTE: Use DSX750 instructions to complete installation of adapter box (supplied with DSX750).

Attaching Adapter Plate And Tilt Brackets To Ceiling Arm Boxes
Attach two tilt brackets () to adapter plate (Q) using eight M10 x 15 mm penta-pin screws (L) and tighten with
M10 penta-pin tool (M) as shown in figure 5.1. Hook tilt brackets onto screws of ceiling arm boxes (H) as shown in
figure 5.2. Adjust tilt to the zero degree tilt position as shown in figure 5.3 and tighten eight M10 x 15 mm penta-pin
screws (L) with M10 penta-pin tool (M).

AWARNING

» Tighten screws so adapter brackets are firmly attached. Do not tighten with excessive force. Overtightening can
cause stress damage to screws, greatly reducing their holding power and possibly causing screw heads to become
detached. Tighten to 40 in. ¢ Ib (4.5 N.M.) maximum torque.

« If screws don't get three complete turns in the screen inserts or if screws bottom out and bracket is still not tightly
secured, damage may occur to screen or product may fail.

To prevent scratching the screen, set a cloth on a flat, level surface that will support the weight of the screen. Place

e screen face side down. If screen has knobs on the back, remove them to allow the adapter brackets to be attached.
Place adapter brackets (P) on back of screen, align to holes, and center on back of screen as shown below. Attach
the adapter brackets to the back of the screen using the appropriate combination of screws, multi-washers and
spacers.

NOTE: Top and bottom holes on screen must always be used.

Verify that all holes are properly aligned, and then tighten screws using 4 mm allen wrench (R). Repeat step five to
attach adapter brackets to second screen.

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Attaching Adapter Brackets To Adapter Plate

Hook adapter brackets (P) to adapter plate (Q) as
shown in figure 7.1. Tighten safety/security screws
using allen wrench (R) until safety/security screw
touches bottom of wall plate as shown in detail 4. To
adjust tilt of screens, loosen M10 x 15 mm penta-pin
screws (L) of ceiling arm box (H) using M10 penta-
pin tool (M) as shown in figure 7.2. Once desired tilt
is acquired retighten the screws.
