The EZ-Touch was designed to be installed on a 16” on center 2” x 4” wood stud, or
metal studs, using high-quality hollow wall anchor installed in the center of the stud
or a solid concrete wall.

Balancing: Springs are always fully tightened for safety. Use a drill driver and 1/2” (13 mm) socket,
rotate counter clockwise (loosen) evenly. Do three seconds left and three seconds right until the mount
is evenly balanced to support display weightlessly.
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Never adjust the inner springs!

It may be necessary to tighten if balanced
point is exceeded.
