Slots

Your CORIOmaster has 16 slots that can contain input or output modules. You can have up to 14 input
modules and up to 14 output modules. Of the 14 input modules, up to five can be Streaming media and 4K
playback input modules. You can only have one S/PDIF and analog audio module.

In a CORIOmaster, slots 1 and 2 can only contain input modules, and slots 15 and 16 can only contain output
modules. Only slots 4, 8, 5, 1, and 3 can contain Streaming media and 4K playback input modules. Install
Streaming media and 4K playback input modules in the order shown here. Only slot 18 can contain a S/PDIF
and analog audio module.
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We recommend that you group your modules. Add input modules from slot 1 upwards, and add output
modules from slot 16 downwards.

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8HD Player – Synchronized playback mode

The streaming media and 4K playback module has two different operating modes.

The 8HD player is designed to play up to 8x 1080p30 media files from the module's internal drive. Playback
will occur in perfect synchronization into each of the four quadrants of a UHQ (4K) window and in this mode
two of these windows are available to place on a canvas.

For example four files are shown with one 4K30 window. A media file has been cut in to 4x 1080p30 files.

In synchronized mode the windows placed on the canvas from the module are as shown. The window is
separated in to four quadrants by dotted lines and the quadrants are numbered from 1 to 4 on the first
window and from 5 to 8 on the second window.

How to change the operating mode?
1. To change the operating mode in CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Module Configuration

2. Find the Streaming media and 4K playback module that you want to set up, and select > Configure
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3. Change the operating mode from Standard to Synchronized.

4. Select Save and close to change operating mode.
5. The Streaming media and 4K playback module will reboot into the synchronized mode.

How do I setup and play my media?
To playback the files we must set up at least one synchronized group.

1. Double-click the window you wish to play media, and from Properties, select (Media Player)  Manage.]

2. Select Synchronized Groups then + Add synchronized group
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3. Give your group a name (must be unique and max of 64 characters)

4. Drag and drop files from your Internal Drive to each empty slot (up to 8)

The files can be in any order in the group, but they will play back into the quadrant for the number selected, for example a
clip placed in position 8 will playback in the quadrant numbered 8.

5. Synchronized groups can now be added to a playlist
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Notes about playing media
n Media files should be the same resolution and frame rate
n Ideally, they should be from the same source, for example a video belt, but they can be different files.
n The longest file will determine playback time for the group and if there are shorter files the window will

hold the last frame until the last file has finished playing before moving to the next synchronized group in
the playlist or repeat if you have that option selected.

n The files should have the same presentation timestamps (PTS) to be frame synchronized for playback.
n Audio for the window is taken from the clip in position 1 only
n Only synchronized groups can be added to a playlist (not individual media files or stills)
n Synchronized groups can only be added to a play queue when the module is in synchronized mode.

How to position displays and windows?
For example displays 1 through 4 must be physically placed under the correct window quadrant on the
canvas for the content to playback into the correct display.

The displays must be positioned physically under the window content as the window cannot be split in to
separate parts.

Four 1080p30 files can playback in to one 4K30 window.

The 8HD player can also be combined with keying to create exciting effects.
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FTP Server media synchronization
Media files can now be synchronized to your streaming media and 4K playback module over a network from
an FTP server.

First set up your FTP server. The FTP server needs to be on the same network as your Streaming media and
4K playback module. Set up a user with a username and password.

Set up a shared folder for the user on your FTP server where you can put your contents. Your FTP settings
must point the server to the shared folder.

Set up its credentials in CORIOgrapher™ by navigating to settings then network clients. Enter your FTP server
IP address, port, username, and password.

Connect your Streaming media and 4K playback module to the network and navigate to module
configuration. Go to the module and click the in the top right-hand corner then select Configure from the
drop-down menu.

Go to Networking and select DHCP to obtain an IP address automatically or set up a static IP address. Save
and close to confirm the settings.
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To synchronize the shared FTP folder with the streaming media and playback module
send the following API command using an external device or by using the console in
CORIOgrapher.
(Slot<N>.Storage.Local.StartFTPSync())

<N> is the slot number where your media streaming and playback module is installed.

As an example where your streaming media module is in slot number 2 the following API command should be
sent Slot2.Storage.Local.StartFTPSync()

If this was done for the first time a folder will be created in the root of the Internal Drive in the module called
ftpc. Inside this folder two further ones will be created, content and staging. The FTP server will now
synchronize with a folder on the module's internal drive. Files are first copied to the staging folder and once
downloaded will be moved to the content folder.

All new files will be copied

Files with the same file name as already stored files will be copied if the file is different and will replace files
on the Internal Drive in playlists the next point of playback. Files cannot be deleted on the module’s internal
drive by synchronization. This must be done manually.

It is important to note that the credentials for the FTP server are not set up per module but per CORIOmaster
chassis. If you have more than one module in your chassis, they will need to synchronize with the same server
and therefore will all receive the same files. Each module though will need to be synchronized separately as
the API command is by slot number. Each module can select which files to play using playlists.
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AES file decryption
AES encrypted streams can be decrypted by the module. The streams must have been encoded using the AES
CBC method and have 128 bit or 256 bit encryption keys. The streams must also be MPEG-TS streams.

Each stream needs an encryption mode key and an IV code. The encryption mode key is per stream and the IV
is a 128 bit code that is for the whole system.

Select the type of stream encryption when adding the new IP stream

Add the HEX encryption key for the stream into the stream properties box. The key will be provided by the
stream provider.

Enter the Default MPEG-TS IV into the General area in settings. The IV must be set as this is used for every
item in the queue and the user cannot edit this value per stream.

If you need help to set up AES then contact your distributor, or tvONE support.
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About your dual output keying module
There are two HDMI 1080p60 outputs per module for keying. Multiple modules can be installed per system
with the number depending upon which CORIOmaster chassis you have.

Dual output keying module CM-HDMI-SC-2OUT-KEY

The module uses a luminance keyer. Each output has two layers, a background layer, and a
foreground/keying layer. Video in the foreground layer can be keyed through from the background layer in
real time with no additional latency.

Add a display from a keying module on to a canvas. Add background windows as normal. Add foreground
windows to the keying layer by clicking on them to bring up the properties panel for the window then scroll
down to Keying and enable by selecting the tick box. The window will now be placed into the keying layer and
a keying symbol will appear in the top right-hand side of the window to indicate that this window will be
keyed.

There are two adjustments you can make using slider controls.

One is for the keying range. This sets the upper and lower brightness levels where keying will occur. For
example if both settings are set to 0 then keying will occur in the black areas of the foreground layer and if
both are set to 255 then keying will occur in the white areas of the foreground window. Set these controls to
suit your video signal.

There is also a softness control which has an anti-aliasing effect on the edges where keying has occurred.
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About your S/PDIF and analog audio module
You can use 3.5 mm terminal block connectors to connect to a range of audio inputs and outputs.

If you have a CORIOmaster micro, you cannot have an S/PDIF and analog audio module, but you can use the
independent S/PDIF audio output.

Supported formats
The S/PDIF and analog audio module supports all audio formats outputted as PCM with a frequency of 48
kHz.

Inputs
Your S/PDIF and analog audio module has two inputs, one analog and one digital input.

You can use inputs from the S/PDIF and analog audio module as breakaway audio only.

What's breakaway audio?

Breakaway audio is independent of the windows on your video wall. It doesn't change when the sources
playing in your windows change. The audio is sent to all enabled outputs.

Outputs
Your S/PDIF and analog audio module has four outputs. Each output is locked to a canvas in the Editor.
Output 1 is locked to canvas 1, output 2 is locked to canvas 2, and so on.

Output 1 has one analog and one S/PDIF digital port. You can send the same output to both ports, but you
cannot send a different output to each port. Because output 1 is locked to canvas 1, only canvas 1 is capable
of sending both analog and digital audio.
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To choose a canvas, select a canvas number from Canvas.

Outputs 2-4 each have one digital S/PDIF output.

To get the best results from our products,
we recommend that you use the best quality connectors, cables, and adapters. Consider the points below
when you choose accessories and position equipment.

n For best results at resolutions of 1080p60 or below with HDMI or DVI, use cables under 15 m long, or
shorter if you use connection adapters. If you need to place your products more than 15 m apart, use
active optical cables or a signal extender.
For best results at resolutions of 4K60 or higher with HDMI, use cables under 2-3 m, or shorter if you use
connection adapters. If you need to place your products more than 3 m apart, use active optical cables or
a signal extender.

Planning a video installation
It's really helpful to write a plan before you start installing. A plan saves you time and effort later, and helps
you make sure you have all the equipment you need.

If you can't print and fill out the plan, think about the following questions:

Overall effect
n What do you want your video wall to look like?
n How large is your video wall?
n What do you want to accomplish?

Displays

Video tearing
Using a mixture of frame rates and/or resolutions can cause video tearing. For best results, make sure all your displays use the
same frame rate.

n How many displays do you need?
n What sizes are the displays?
n What are the bezel sizes of the displays?
n What is the native resolution of each display?
n Do you need displays that support HDCP (High-bandwidth Digital Content Protection)?
n How many projectors do you need?

n Do you need to blend the edges of displays?
n How much overlap do you need?

Sources or inputs
n What types of source do you need?
n What is the native resolution of each source?
n What is the frame rate of each source?
n Will the sources be available at all times that the video wall is operating?
n Is there any switching or processing before the source reaches your CORIOmaster™?

Windows
n How many windows do you need to create the effect you want?

Include all windows, even those that are not active all the time.
n What level of quality do you need for each window?

In some cases, you can't have the highest quality for all your windows. Which windows can be lower
quality?
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What is a window?

A window is a container for a source input. You can have multiple windows playing the same source. You
can resize, move, and rotate windows in the video wall editor.

Presets
n Do you want to use presets in your video wall?
n What type of control system will you use to operate the video wall and change between presets?

What is a preset?

A preset stores information about windows, including positions, transitions, and effects such as borders or
rotation. You can save presets and recall them later from the dashboard, or using the buttons of your
CORIOmaster micro.

Installing your hardware
Once you have planned and collected your hardware, you can set it up. First install your displays and place
your sources. Then connect your displays to your output modules and your sources to your input modules.

Who can do this?
Anyone can do this task, but we recommend that you consult a qualified AV installer.

Placing your CORIOmaster™ and displays
When you decide where to place your hardware, consider these points:

n Availability of electrical outlets
n Distance from CORIOmaster to sources and displays

For best results at resolutions of 1080p60 or below with HDMI or DVI, use cables under 15 m long, or
shorter if you use connection adapters. If you need to place your products more than 15 m apart, use
active optical cables or a signal extender.
For best results at resolutions of 4K60 or higher with HDMI, use cables under 2-3 m, or shorter if you use
connection adapters. If you need to place your products more than 3 m apart, use active optical cables or
a signal extender.
Read about our adapters on page 9.
See our range of active optical cables and signal extenders at help.tvone.com/r/docs/g/signal-extension.

n Make sure your devices are within the operating specification.
n Installation environment

In industrial environments, use shielded Ethernet cables.
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Position your displays and sources

1. Use your plan to help you position your displays, which can be screens and/or projectors.
Make sure you note all the measurements, so you can make an accurate video wall in CORIOgrapher™.

2. Position your sources. Follow the advice above when you choose where to put your sources.
3. Connect your displays or projectors to the output modules of your CORIOmaster.

It is recommended to use a cable mount to reduce the stress on the connector caused by heavy cables. See the installation
instructions that came with your module or device.

Keep a note of which display is connected to which port. You can use this information later when you name inputs and
outputs in CORIOgrapher. You can also label the inputs and outputs directly.
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4. Connect your sources to the input modules of your CORIOmaster.

Keep a note of which source is connected to which port. You can use this information later when you name inputs and
outputs in CORIOgrapher.

5. Connect your CORIOmaster to your network. If you want to control your CORIOmaster with a serial
controller, connect a serial controller.

6. Connect your CORIOmaster to an electrical outlet and power on.

Optional redundant PSU requires connection to a separate electrical outlet.

You can now create your video wall in CORIOgrapher.

About CORIOgrapher™
CORIOgrapher is the software that controls your CORIOmaster™. You can create up to four video installations,
with multiple screens and windows, and add transitions and effects for a state-of-the-art dynamic video wall
experience.

CORIOgrapher main areas

Home

Home is where you connect to a device, load a configuration from a file, or
create an offline configuration.

Editor

CORIOmaster and CORIOmaster2 only.

Editor is where you create your installations on each canvas.

n If you have a CORIOmaster or CORIOmaster mini, you can create up to
four canvases.

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Getting started with CORIOgrapher™
When you first open CORIOgrapher, you see Home.

CORIOmaster micro™ and get information about its configuration of modules.

n If you haven't set up your hardware yet, you can create a configuration offline. Or, you can load a
configuration from a file, if you have one. You can save your configuration, and send the configuration to
your CORIOmaster later. You can also use saved configurations to configure other CORIOmaster units.

To connect to your CORIOmaster and get its configuration
The easiest way to get started using CORIOgrapher is to get the configuration of inputs and outputs directly
from your CORIOmaster.

If you can't see your CORIOmaster, read troubleshooting advice on page 130.

2. Enter your administrator login details.
When you first log in as an administrator, enter the username admin and password adminpw. Leave
the Secure option clear.

If Host (IP or COM) doesn't contain an IP address, read troubleshooting advice on page 130.
3. When you are logged in to your CORIOmaster, select Read to get its configuration.

To log in with secure mode
You can communicate securely with your CORIOmaster. To use secure mode, enable secure mode.
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Read about enabling secure mode on page 34.

When secure mode is active, in Home you can see next to the name of the CORIOmaster.

To create a configuration offline
You don't need to be connected to a CORIOmaster to create video installations, but you do need to recreate
the configuration of your CORIOmaster so that you're using the correct inputs, outputs, and devices.

You can also create offline configurations to help you decide what hardware you need.

1. From Home, select Create an offline configuration.
2. In Configuration Editor, choose a device, and give your configuration a name.
3. For each slot, choose a module from the list.

n The number of slots available depends on your device.
n You don't have to use all the slots.
n If you are creating a configuration for an existing CORIOmaster, match your configuration to the

modules of your CORIOmaster.
n If you are creating a configuration to help you decide what modules you need, there are some

guidelines on where to put your modules.

Read about the configuration of a CORIOmaster mini on page 4.

To send a configuration to your CORIOmaster
You can send a configuration to your CORIOmaster from Home. You can either create a configuration
offline, or load a saved configuration.

1. Create or load a configuration.

2. In Home, select your device from Discovered Devices and enter your administrator login details.
The default username is admin and the default password is adminpw.

3. Select Send.
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Naming input and output ports and channels
You can name the input and output ports and channels for each slot in CORIOgrapher™.

Why should I name input and output ports and channels?
CORIOgrapher uses aliases to give each input or output port or channel in each slot a unique name. For
example, the first port in slot 1 is named s1i1 for slot 1 input 1. These unique identifiers tell you the position,
but not what is connected to that input or output.

Name your ports and channels with something that indicates what is connected to the port, or playing on the
channel. Doing this can help you identify what is what in your configuration, and makes it easier for you to
see quickly which source is playing in which window. For example, you might rename s1i1 to Camera 1.

Naming the channels of a Streaming media and 4K playback input module

The Streaming media and 4K playback input module has two channels. Each channel refers to a play queue,
not to a specific streaming source. If you intend to build play queues with multiple sources, for example,
one or two streaming sources and media items from a USB drive, then consider unique names such as
PlayQueue1 and PlayQueue2. If you intend to always have just one streaming source in a play queue, then
you could use names like WOWZAstream, or LectureTheatreStream.

Naming rules
Names must be unique and start with a letter. They can contain letters, numbers, and underscores, and can
be up to 21 characters long.

To name input and output ports
1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Slot Status.
2. For each port, enter a useful name.

3. To save your new names, select Apply (inputs and outputs only).

If you are creating an offline configuration, select Editor >  Save to file.
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Enabling secure mode
If you have a CORIOmaster™ or CPU module purchased from 2019 onwards, you can use
secure mode to encrypt information you send and receive from your CORIOmaster.

About secure mode
Secure mode uses HTTPS to encrypt all communication between CORIOgrapher™, or another secure
controller, and your CORIOmaster. HTTPS encryption uses TCP port 443.

Secure mode only works on CORIOmaster units with a real time clock installed in the CPU module.

When secure mode is active, in Home you can see next to the name of the CORIOmaster.

Secure mode disables unsecured connections over Ethernet. Unencrypted third-party controllers do not work over Ethernet
when you use secure mode. You can still use unsecured controllers that are connected directly to your CORIOmaster, using the
serial port of the CPU module.

Enabling secure mode
1. Clear the Secure option and log in to CORIOgrapher.

2. Select Settings > Networking.
3. Select Secure connection.

4. Select Save > Yes. CORIOmaster restarts.
5. Select Secure and log in.
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About HDCP

What is HDCP?
High-bandwidth Digital Content Protection (HDCP) is a form of digital copy protection developed to prevent
copying of digital audio and video content as it is sent between devices, for example protecting the content as
it travels from a Blu-ray player to an amplifier to your TV.

What support does my CORIOmaster™ have for HDCP?
Your CORIOmaster can support video inputs and displays with no HDCP or with HDCP version 1.4 when using
supported modules.

Read about modules on page 7.

How does my CORIOmaster handle mixing of HDCP versions?
CORIOmaster uses the inputs that are active on a canvas to determine the HDCP requirements for your
displays. Depending on the displays you have connected to your CORIOmaster, you may find that some
displays are blanked. This is because the required HDCP level is not supported for those displays that is
required by the input sources, for example a blu-ray player.

Below are some of the possible source and display combinations and how different source encryption levels
affect your displays.

Unencrypted displays

You can show unencrypted video on any
displays as there are no restrictions.

Unencrypted displays with HDCP encrypted
sources

Any unencrypted displays will be blanked as
you are not allowed to show encrypted
sources on unencrypted displays.

Unencrypted displays and HDCP 1.4 displays

HDCP 1.4 displays can show unencrypted,
HDCP 1.4 encrypted sources.

Any unencrypted displays will be blanked as
you are not allowed to show encrypted
sources on unencrypted displays.

HDCP 1.4 displays

You can show unencrypted, and HDCP 1.4
video on HDCP 1.4 displays.
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How do I change the HDCP version of an input?
Your CORIOmaster's inputs negotiate with each connected source which version of HDCP to use, and the
source will then make decisions on how to present the content, which may be no video.

You can choose to disable HDCP support. This may help to avoid unneeded negotiation.

Changing the HDCP properties for an input may affect all canvases that input is used on, for example if the displays have
different HDCP support they may be blanked.

n Bulk updating the input HDCP properties

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Slot Status.
2. When connected to your device the HDCP Status will automatically update to show the version

negotiated with the source.

3. For each port, select if HDCP is enabled and if available which HDCP version to negotiate with the
source.

4. To save your changes, select Apply (inputs and outputs only).

5. If you are creating an offline configuration, select Editor >  Save to file.
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n Individually from each window

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Editor, double-click the window to open Properties,
2. When connected to your device the HDCP Status will automatically update to show the version

negotiated with the source.

3. If you do not require HDCP you can disable it by clearing the HDCP Enabled option, or if available,
select the HDCP Version which will force the input to try to negotiate that version with the source.

4. When you are happy, select Take and then Set device startup to save the take on your
CORIOmaster, so your changes will be restored on start up.

5. If you are creating an offline configuration, select Save to file.

How do I change the HDCP support of an output?
Your CORIOmaster's outputs negotiate with each connected display which version of HDCP to use.

You are not allowed to output HDCP encrypted content on unencrypted or lower HDCP version displays.

n Bulk updating the output HDCP properties

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Slot Status.
2. When connected to your device HDCP Status will automatically update to show if HDCP is active.

3. For each port, select the HDCP mode to tell the output how to handle the display.

n HoldOn: Keeps HDCP active
n KeepOff : Turns off HDCP
n FollowSourcesTurns HDCP on or off depending on the source

4. To save your changes, select Apply (inputs and outputs only).

5. If you are creating an offline configuration, select Editor >  Save to file.
n Individually from each display

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Editor, double-click the display to open Properties,
2. When connected to your device HDCP Status will automatically update to show if HDCP is active.

3. Select the HDCP Mode to tell the output how to handle the display.

n HoldOn: Keeps HDCP active
n KeepOff : Turns off HDCP
n FollowSourcesTurns HDCP on or off depending on the source

4. When you are happy, select Take and then Set device startup to save the take on your
CORIOmaster, so your changes will be restored on start up.

5. If you are creating an offline configuration, select Save to file.
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Creating a video installation
To create a video installation in CORIOgrapher™, you need sources and displays. Make sure you've either
loaded your configuration from your CORIOmaster™, or created an offline configuration.

To create a video installation on a canvas
1. In Editor, choose a canvas.

2. Select Show assets and open Displays.

3. OPTIONAL, but RECOMMENDED: Assign equipment to the display by selecting the , then select the
equipment you want to assign to the display, and then select Assign. When you add the display to a canvas
the values from the equipment will automatically be used, so you don't have to set them manually.

You can change or assign equipment later by selecting the display, then from the Properties panel, open Equipment, select
Assign.

4. OPTIONAL: If the display resolution is not listed there are two possibilities:
1. The module does not support the resolution you require, for example you want a 4K resolution on a 2K

output. You will need to use a different module that supports your required resolution.
2. The resolution is not in the built-in list. If supported by the module, you can add a custom resolution by

selecting Add custom or Manage.

n Add custom opens a dialog that targets the module requirements. We've created a custom
resolution algorithm that maximizes the likelihood that the resolution will work in your setup.

Adding or selecting a resolution will also select the resolution for the display.

If the resolution frame rate does not match the canvas frame rate you will see a warning from the Editor display.

Changing the values of a resolution may make it incompatible with the display.

8. Add one or more windows. In Assets, open Sources.

9. For each source you want to play in your video installation, select to add a free window.
10. To customize a window, for example, to add a border, or change the quality of a free window, double-click

the window to open Properties, and make your changes.
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11. RECOMMENDED: If you are not connected to a device you can select the input's resolution used for the
bandwidth calculations.

Be aware that the resolution may change when you connect to your device and the real resolution is measured from the
source.

12. OPTIONAL: If the source resolution is not listed there are two possibilities:
1. The module does not support the resolution the source is trying to send.
2. The resolution is not in the built-in list. If supported by the module, you can add a custom resolution by

selecting Manage.

13. When you are happy with your video wall, select Take and then Set device startup to save the take on
your CORIOmaster™, so your changes will be restored on start up.

If your video wall is displaying the right sources in the right windows, but doesn't look quite right, you can use
the settings in Editor to refine your video wall and make it more accurate.

n In Settings > Slot Status, make sure Audio Enabled is selected for the source.
n If you cannot hear any sources, check the audio settings of the output devices.
n If your source is a stream with low latency, your CORIOmaster mutes the audio.

Why should I name my CORIOmaster?
If you have more than one CORIOmaster unit on your network, giving each unit a unique name can make it
easier to find and log in to that unit quickly.

To name your CORIOmaster
1. Select Settings > General.
2. Enter a name for your CORIOmaster.

3. Select Save.

Resetting your CORIOmaster™ to factory default settings

Why restore factory default settings?
If your CORIOmaster has become unstable, you have repeated errors that you can't fix, or you need to
remove all settings and presets, you can reset your CORIOmaster to its factory default settings.

When you reset your CORIOmaster to factory default settings, all of your settings and configurations are deleted.

Before you reset your CORIOmaster, you might want to back up your configuration. When you set up your
CORIOmaster, you can restore your configuration.

Any work that you have not saved to the device, with Take and Set device startup, will not be saved to
the CORIOmaster backup file.

It is recommended you save your configuration to a file to keep a backup on your computer.

Note: device name and network settings are saved as part of the backup file, but are not included when you
restore settings to your device. This allows you to share the backup file between devices without causing
conflicts with names and network settings.

What isn't saved to your computer

computer.

To back up your settings to a file on your computer

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Restoring or copying settings from a file on your computer
1. Connect to the CORIOmaster that you want to update with saved settings.

2. Select Home.
3. Under Recent Configurations, select a saved file.

If you can't see your file in the list, select Load configuration from a file and browse to your file.

Problems sharing settings between CORIOmaster units
You can't share saved settings between different sizes of CORIOmaster unit. For example, if you save the
settings from a CORIOmaster mini™, you can't use it in a CORIOmaster.

You can't share saved settings between devices with different configurations of modules.

You might not be able to copy settings from one CORIOmaster to another if they have very different firmware
versions, or you might lose some data in the process.

Resetting your CORIOmaster™ to factory default settings

Why restore factory default settings?
If your CORIOmaster has become unstable, you have repeated errors that you can't fix, or you need to
remove all settings and presets, you can reset your CORIOmaster to its factory default settings.

When you reset your CORIOmaster to factory default settings, all of your settings and configurations are deleted.

Before you reset your CORIOmaster, you might want to back up your configuration. When you set up your
CORIOmaster, you can restore your configuration.

Why set a timeout time?

By default, a connection to a CORIOmaster™, CORIOmaster mini™, or CORIOmaster micro™ must stay
active, or it is disconnected after five minutes. An active connection sends at least one command to the
CORIOmaster every five minutes.

To stay connected while idle for more than five minutes, set a longer timeout time for each user. You can
also allow the user to stay connected permanently, with no timeout time, by clearing the Enable timeout
option.

Locking out other users
CORIOgrapher only allows one connection at a time. If you allow any user to connect permanently, or with a long timeout
time, they can lock out other users. This can also prevent commands from other devices reaching the CORIOmaster.
If you want to allow multiple users to control a CORIOmaster, use our REST API with WebSocket events.

About custom resolutions

What are custom resolutions
Your device has a number of commonly used resolutions that you can choose from for your displays or
detected from a source connected to the input module.

Custom resolutions are resolutions that you can define yourself to get extra support that is not built-in to
your device already.

It's important to understand that not all custom resolutions will work with your setup because there are many factors that can
influence if a resolution is usable, for example the hardware used in sources and displays, the cables used and their length, or
the requirements of the device.

When to use custom resolutions
Create a custom resolution when the resolution your source or display requires is not one of the built-in
resolutions.

Custom resolution for inputs and outputs
Inputs and outputs have different requirements which is why not all resolutions are available for different
module types.

4K modules can support a wider range of resolution values than 2K modules.

SDI modules do not support custom resolutions.

Creating and editing custom resolutions

Add a custom resolution to use with outputs
Due to the requirements of the outputs to be able to show video synchronized, all displays on the same
canvas must have the same frame rate, for example all displays are showing video at 60 Hz.

We've created a custom resolution algorithm that maximizes the likelihood that the resolution will work in
your setup.

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Resolution Editor.

2. Select  Add output resolution (easy) to show the dialog.
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3. Enter the desired resolution into the width, and height, and select the frame rate.

There are maximum supported values for the width and height, so not all values will be allowed at the same time, trying
lower the width, height, or frame rate to create a compatible resolution.

We will search the CEA-861-F (Consumer Electronics Association) resolution list for matches and if found you can add this
instead of creating a new custom resolution.

4. OPTIONAL: Check the 2K option if you require a resolution for a 2K output, as this will limit the maximum
values used to make the resolution compatible with a 2K output module.

5. OPTIONAL: Configure the other options to help make a resolution that is compatible for your needs.
6. Select Add new resolution to add the resolution to the resolution list for your configuration.

The resolution will now be selectable for compatible outputs and connected sources.

If you are connected to a device the resolution will be automatically sent and saved to your device.

Add a custom resolution with the advanced options
Sometimes you might already know the resolution timing values from the manual or specification sheets of
the connected devices. These could be specific to the device, or from an existing standard.

If you are creating a custom resolution for outputs it is recommended to use the  Add output resolution (easy) dialog.

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Resolution Editor.

2. Select  Add input or output resolution (advanced) to show the dialog.

3. From this dialog you can select the timing method you would like to use to add the resolution:

You may get warnings about the resolution values if they produce a resolution that is outside the allowable ranges.

n Manual
Allows you enter the values directly. The blue boxes are linked depending on the total values, so
changing one will update the other two.

For interlaced resolutions the vertical sync pulse, and front and back porches must be twice the even field.
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n CORIOmaster output resolution generator (tvONE)
Enter the values to create a custom resolution for your outputs that is compatible with the
requirements of the output modules.

This is the same method as the  Add output resolution (easy), but will not search the existing resolutions, or the CEA
list for matching resolutions.

n CVT v1.2 Standard (VESA Coordinated Video Timing)
This method uses the CVT formula to create a resolution which are best for analog devices.

n CVT v1.2 Reduced Blanking (VESA Coordinated Video Timing)
This method uses the CVT Reduced Blanking formula to create a resolution which are best for analog
devices.

n DMT 1.0r11 (VESA Display Monitor Timing)
Select from the list of DMT resolutions which are best for analog devices.

n CEA-861-F (Consumer Electronics Association)
Select from the list of CEA resolutions which are best for digital devices.

4. Select Add to add this to the resolution list for your configuration.
The resolution will now be selectable for compatible outputs and connected sources.

If you are connected to a device the resolution will be automatically sent and saved to your device.

Edit a custom resolution for outputs
You might just want to make a tweak to resolution instead of deleting and create it again.

1. In CORIOgrapher, select Settings > Resolution Editor.

2. Find the resolution you want to edit and select (green) to show the edit custom output resolution
dialog.

If you are connected to a device the resolution will be automatically sent and saved to your device.

What is a preset?

A preset stores information about windows, including positions, transitions, and effects such as borders or
rotation. You can save presets and recall them later from the dashboard, or using the buttons of your
CORIOmaster micro.

What is included in a preset?
Presets store information about windows, including:

n Optionally, source playing in the window
n Position
n Z order, or stacking order
n Size
n Rotation
n Border
n Flip
n Source change transitions
n Fade to black

What is not included in a preset?
n System settings
n Displays
n Canvases other than the one you are working on

For example, if you have canvas 1 and canvas 2 set up, but you have canvas 1 open in Editor when you
save a preset, the preset contains only information about canvas 1.

n Audio settings, including which window is playing audio, which source is playing breakaway audio, and
whether you have chosen breakaway mode or audio-follows-video mode.

n Window:
n Quality
n Full name
n Alias
n Canvas

You can save all this information as a backup file.
Read more on page 48.

For best results
To prevent your presets behaving unexpectedly, follow the advice below.

Build your busiest preset first
Build the preset with the highest number of windows first. Include all the windows you want to use in all your
presets for the canvas you're working on.

Move any windows that aren't for this preset away from the displays, and shrink them to reduce bandwidth.
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Don't use presets to add and remove windows
If you want to remove a window from your displays with a preset, don't delete the window.

n Move the window away from the displays.
n Reduce the size of the window to reduce unnecessary video bandwidth.

Note: windows that aren't on the display still take up bandwidth.

If you delete a window from a canvas, that window is also deleted from any presets for that canvas.

Don't use presets to change window quality
Don't change the quality of a window that is included with a preset.

For example, if you save a preset that contains two windows of UHQ quality, and then change the quality of
one window to EHQ, it will not return to UHQ when you load the preset.

If you want to reduce the video bandwidth consumed by a window, consider shrinking it instead.

Windows used in presets only appear on one canvas
You can't use windows that are included in presets on more than one canvas.

1. Create an installation on a canvas and select Show presets.

2. From Presets, select New.
3. OPTIONAL: Select the number where the preset will be created.

The next available location is automatically selected.
4. Enter a name for your preset.

Names can be up to 19 characters long, and cannot contain ".

The duration is the time taken to transition to this preset.

6. OPTIONAL: Select Layout only to create a preset that doesn't update the window sources, for example if
you want to move windows and keep the sources the same.

7. Select Add with all windows.

Creating a new preset with windows that are selected on the canvas
1. Create an installation on a canvas and select Show presets.

2. From the canvas, select the windows you want to include in the preset.

3. From Presets, select New.
4. OPTIONAL: Select the number where the preset will be created.

The next available location is automatically selected.
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5. Enter a name for your preset.
Names can be up to 19 characters long, and cannot contain ".

6. Enter or select a duration for your preset.
The duration is the time taken to transition to this preset.

7. OPTIONAL: Select Layout only to create a preset that doesn't update the window sources, for example if
you want to move windows and keep the sources the same.

8. Select the Windows selected on canvas option.
9. Select Add with selected windows.

Creating a new preset and choosing which windows to include
1. Create an installation on a canvas and select Show presets.

2. From Presets, select New.
3. OPTIONAL: Select the number where the preset will be created.

The next available location is automatically selected.
4. Enter a name for your preset.

Names can be up to 19 characters long, and cannot contain ".

5. Enter or select a duration for your preset.
The duration is the time taken to transition to this preset.

6. OPTIONAL: Select Layout only to create a preset that doesn't update the window sources, for example if
you want to move windows and keep the sources the same.

Edit a preset in the preset editor

To quickly change the name or duration of a preset
1. Select Show presets.

2. In Presets, find the preset you want to edit, select and select .

To overwrite a preset
1. Create the new arrangement on your canvas and select Show presets.

2. In Presets, find the preset you want to overwrite and select .

Overwriting a preset is similar to creating a new preset.

If you want to keep the existing preset windows select Choose windows.

To clone a preset
1. Select Show presets.

2. In Presets, find the preset you want to clone, select and select .
A new preset is added to the end of the list.

To delete a preset
1. Select Show presets.

2. In Presets, find the preset you want to delete, select and select .

Loading a preset from CORIOgrapher
You can load any of your saved presets in CORIOgrapher from Dashboard or Editor.

n From Dashboard, select a preset.

Or
n From Editor, select Show presets. In Presets, find the preset you want to show, select .

n The yellow bar indicates the last loaded preset.
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Loading a preset with the buttons of your CORIOmaster micro
You can choose from eight presets with the buttons of your CORIOmaster micro. By default, the eight buttons
correspond to saved presets 1 to 8. You can configure your buttons to correspond to your choice of presets.

When your CORIOmaster micro is in preset selection mode, the buttons are orange. Any buttons that do not
have a corresponding preset are unlit.

1. Check that your CORIOmaster micro is in the correct mode for choosing presets.
If your CORIOmaster micro is not in the correct mode, press and hold buttons 1 and 5.

2. Press and release the button that corresponds to your chosen preset.
The button flashes while the preset loads, and is then brightly lit.

Note: while a preset is loading and the button is flashing, you cannot select another preset. Wait until the
button stops flashing.
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Show me some preset scenarios
You can use presets to create installations for various scenarios, from simple to sophisticated. Using the
presets correctly can dramatically reduce the number you will need to achieve your desired results.

All the windows presets
All the windows presets are great for resetting the canvas to a known state, for example at the start of the
day, event, or meeting. You can put all the windows and source selections back to something you know is
good to use.

Layout only presets
Presets can be created that do not change the source selection of windows. This can be used when you want
to change the layout of the windows, but keep your window sources as you have set them.

You can change the window source for specific windows from CORIOgrapher or with a third-party controller using the API.

Control different aspects of the same area on the canvas
You can control different groups of windows in your installation on the same canvas, for example you have a
main presenter display and 2 side displays, you can create presets that only change the windows you want.

Zone your canvas
If using different canvases is not possible then you can extend the concept of controlling different areas to
zoning your canvas.

Recommendations when naming presets:

Create prefixes for the different zones, for example Room_1_ and Room_2_.
Prefix your displays with the same zone as your presets to help organize the canvas, for example Room_
1_LED_1.
Have a 'reset all' preset that puts the whole canvas back to a known good state, for example 'Default Start
Up'.
Have a 'reset zone' preset for example Room_1_Reset or Room_1_Default.
Leave enough space between the zones for window transitions on and off the displays.
Third-party controllers can use the prefix to filter by zone, so you only see the presets you are interested
in.
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Space is important

Zones are too close together Zones have enough space to move windows
around the displays
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Adding more windows with existing presets.
If you are adding new windows after you have created presets then existing presets will not know about the
new windows. When you load a preset these windows will not update, if this is undesirable behavior you can
include them in your presets.

You can use the preset window analyzer to help identify presets and windows that need your attention.

Enabling or disabling the preset window analyzer
1. From Editor, select Show presets. In Presets, select to enable or disable the analyzer.

2. If you have windows missing from presets then a dialog will give you instructions on what you can do.

3. Check each canvas and look for on presets and windows to indicate what needs your attention.

You can disable the preset window analyzer when you have finished.

The analyzer is disabled each time you load or read a device configuration.

Manually updating presets with the new windows
1. From Editor, select Show presets.

2. In Presets, select to enable the analyzer.

3. In Presets, choose a preset to update by looking for .
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4. Select to edit the preset. This will load the preset into the preset editor without changing the currently
loaded preset on your device.

5. Include and reposition your windows.

6. Select Save from the preset editor toolbar.

Bulk updating presets

Do not bulk update presets if you are deliberately using selected windows in your presets.

Use this option when you first set up your Streaming media and 4K playback input module to easily copy all your media items
from your USB drive to the internal drive.

You can replace all the items on your internal drive with the items on your USB drive. All items currently on
the internal drive are deleted.

All items on your USB drive are copied exactly to the internal drive, including folders and folder structure, up
to path names of 480 characters, or fewer, depending on the language you use.

Items that aren't compatible with your Streaming media and 4K playback input module are copied to the internal drive, but not
displayed. These items use memory, and you can't remove them manually. To remove hidden items, remove all items from the
internal drive.

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To replace all items on the internal drive with all items on the USB drive
n Select (USB Drive) > Replace all items on the internal drive.

Removing all items from the internal drive
You can remove all visible and hidden items from the internal drive.

n Select Internal Drive > Clear all items.

Current location
When you copy media items from your USB drive to the internal drive, the items are copied to the last
location you visited on the internal drive.

For example, you create a folder on the internal drive called Videos. You open Videos and then select USB
Drive. You select a media item and copy it to the internal drive. The media item is copied to Videos.

Copying a single item or folder to the internal drive
You can copy individual media items and folders from your USB drive to the internal drive. Items are copied
to the last location you visited on the internal drive.

1. From USB Drive, select a media item or folder.

2. Select > Copy to internal drive (current location).

You can also copy and paste individual items and folders from your USB drive to the internal drive with Ctrl+C
and Ctrl+V.

Choosing the best resolution for your playlist or play queue
The best resolution for your play queue or playlist depends on the frame rate of your media items, and their
size in pixels.

The resolution you choose determines the input resolution used within your device. All media items in the
play queue or playlist are automatically scaled to fit this resolution. If you find that the resolution you choose
doesn't give you the results you want, you can change this resolution whenever you want.

The Streaming media and 4K playback input module supports two simultaneous channels playing media. The
two channels can have different resolutions, and you can choose a custom value for channel one (slot n
position 1). Channel two (slot n position 2) only supports 1920x1080p60.

Understanding the format of resolution

Resolution is shown in the form:

Width x Height (in pixels), p or i, Frame Rate (in Hz, or frames per second)

Where p means progressive scanning, and i means interlaced scanning.

For example, 1920x1080i60 is 1920 pixels wide, 1080 pixels high, interlaced, and has a frame rate of 60 Hz.

How do I know what resolution my media items are?

To find the resolution of a media stream, visit the source of the stream.

To find the resolution of a media item, select the item in the media browser. Information about that item is
displayed on the right.
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Frame rate
n For best results, add video clips and media streams with the same frame rate to a play queue. You can

then choose a resolution with a frame rate that matches your media items.

Video clip 1 Video clip 2 Video clip 3

n If you have a mixture of frame rates, choose a resolution with a frame rate that is a factor of your frame
rates. For example, you can add media items with frame rates of 30 Hz and 60 Hz, and then choose a
resolution with a frame rate of 60 Hz. You can do this because you can divide 60 by 30.
Note: don't round up frame rates. For example, don't treat 23.98 Hz as 24 Hz.

Resolution
n Choose a resolution no larger than your largest media item. Upscaling at this stage takes up unnecessary

bandwidth.
n Don't choose a resolution that is much smaller than your media items. Downscaling at this stage can

cause your media to appear blocky and low in quality when it is upscaled later in the process.
n If you have a play queue with a wide range of resolutions, you could choose a resolution in the middle of

the range. This means that your largest items are downscaled.
n Consider the types of media you want to play. If you have, for example, two large 4K video clips and two

smaller still images, you might prefer to put up with poorer quality still images in return for best quality
video. In this case, choose your resolution based on the size of the video clips.

Scanning
n Avoid mixing media items with progressive scanning and media items with interlaced scanning in the

same play queue.

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Adding and managing custom EDID files
You can upload an EDID file saved to your PC to your CORIOmaster™. You can manage the EDID files saved to
your CORIOmaster in CORIOgrapher™.

Your uploaded EDID files can only be used with sources.

You might want to upload a saved EDID file if a source, for example, a PC, is using the preferred resolution
from your CORIOmaster rather than the resolution you wanted for the source device. This can cause
unexpected effects. You can create an EDID file for the resolution you selected for the source device, and
upload it to your CORIOmaster.

EDID files must:

n Be a binary EDID file
n Have a filename in 8.3 format
n Have a .edd extension
n Have a filename no longer than 8 ASCII characters

Risk of unexpected results
CORIOgrapher does not check that a custom EDID file is valid or supported. Uploading an invalid or unsupported EDID file can
cause source loss and unexpected results. Creating custom EDID files is an advanced task. If in doubt, contact a qualified AV
professional.

Before you start
Before you add custom EDID files or remove saved EDID files, we recommend that you make a backup copy
of your configuration.

Risk of losing EDID data
Firmware version M407 contains updates to system EDID files. When you've updated from version M406 or below to version
M407 or above, do not restore a backup from a lower firmware version.

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I can't see my CORIOmaster™ in the Discovered Devices list

What's the problem?
When I tried to find my CORIOmaster, CORIOmaster mini™, or CORIOmaster micro™ in the Discovered
Devices list on the Home window of CORIOgrapher™, I couldn't see it. I tried refreshing the list and it still
wasn't there.

Why does this happen?
There might be a lot of devices on your network and you're having trouble identifying yours.

Your device might be on a different network, there might be a problem with your network or firewall, or you
might be in a high-security environment.

What to do

First try this
If you've got a long list of devices with similar names, try these steps to find out which one is yours.

1. Write down the list or take a screenshot, and then turn off your device.
After a few seconds, your device should show as offline.

2. If nothing shows as offline, close and open CORIOgrapher.
3. Compare the list to your screenshot.

If a device is missing, it is most likely your device.
4. Turn on your device, wait up to ten minutes, and see if that device appears again in the list.

You can now select your device.

Then try this
If your device definitely isn't in the Discovered Devices list, first check your hardware.

If your device still isn't in the list, connect directly to your device with an RS-232 serial connection, find the
IP address of your device, and use that IP address to log in.

API commands are not case-sensitive.

To check your hardware and firmware
1. Check that your device is turned on and the LED on the front panel is green.
2. Turn your device off and on again.
3. When the LED on the front panel is green, on the Home window of CORIOgrapher, select Refresh.
4. Check the Ethernet or serial connectors that connect your device to your computer.
5. Check that you are using the latest firmware. You might need to update your firmware.

To find out the IP address of your device
1. Connect the RS-232 port on your device to the RS-232 port on your computer with an RS-232 cable.

If the Enabled property is set to Off, then go to step 6.

6. Enter System.Comms.Ethernet and press Return.
7. Find the IP address of your device in the IP_Address property and make a note of it.
8. Enter logout() and press Return.

CORIOgrapher is unable to make a connection to your CORIOmaster. There are multiple reasons why a
connection can't be made.

What to do

First try this
If you are getting a 1002 error code, then there may have too many controllers communicating with your
device, and the device has ran out of connection slots.

Check if you have multiple controllers that are using the REST API or Ethernet.

Disconnect the controllers , and reboot the device, then try to connect again.

Check the rfc6455 specification website for help with WebSocket status codes.

What's the problem?
When I select Secure and try to log in, I get an error message.

Your CPU module might not have a Real Time Clock (RTC) installed. CORIOmaster units purchased from 2019
include an RTC.

If your CPU module includes an RTC, it might not have generated a secure certificate.

What to do

First try this
Check if you have an RTC installed.

1. Clear the Secure option and log in to CORIOgrapher.

If you see error message You cannot set the time on a device that does not have a real time clock, your
CPU does not have an RTC installed.

With your new CPU, generate a secure certificate.

What's the problem?
The display is continually dropping the signal and attempting to reconnect. The HDMI status property of the
display switches between Found and Not_Found.

You probably have a display or output that doesn't support HDCP (High-bandwidth Digital Content
Protection).

What to do

First try this
1. From Editor, double-click the display.
2. Select General and set HDCP Mode to KeepOff.

If that doesn't work
If setting HDCP Mode to KeepOff doesn't work, try setting HDCP Mode to FollowSources.

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My Streaming media and 4K playback input module keeps
overheating

What's the problem?
I keep seeing an error message that tells me my Streaming media and 4K playback input module is too hot, or
has overheated. The performance of the module is reduced. I've tried restarting my CORIOmaster™.

Why does this happen?
If the environment around the Streaming media and 4K playback input module is too hot, the module runs
above specification, or the fans can't do their job properly, the module can overheat. When the module
becomes hot and there is a risk of overheating, the performance of the module is reduced to lower the
amount of data processed.

What to do

First try this
1. Switch off your CORIOmaster.
2. Allow your CORIOmaster to cool down for at least 20 minutes.
3. Restart your CORIOmaster.

Then try this
1. Place your hand near each fan outlet in turn and check that air is flowing out of your CORIOmaster.
2. Check the environment around your CORIOmaster.

n Is there anything covering the fan outlets?
n Is the space large enough?
n Is there enough ventilation or cooling? For best results, make sure the air around your CORIOmaster is

a maximum of 20 °C.
n Is there an air gap all around your CORIOmaster?

3. If there are any issues with the environment around your CORIOmaster, switch off your CORIOmaster and
allow it to cool down while you fix the issues.

If that doesn't work
Is your Streaming media and 4K playback input module playing media items or streams that are very high
resolution and/or high bitrate? Try reducing the resolution or bitrate as much as you can without losing too
much quality.

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I can't hear any audio

What's the problem?
I am trying to play audio but I can't hear it, or the sound is poor.

Why does this happen?
General problems with audio:

n Audio is disabled for the input or output.
n The audio source is muted.
n The audio output is muted.
n The canvas or output is cut to black. Cut to black also mutes audio.
n The input audio level is turned down low, or the output volume is turned down low.
n The audio source was changed by a preset.
n The source device or output device might be muted.
n There might be a loose connection, mislabeled cables, or problem with your audio device.
n The audio source is not compatible with your CORIOmaster.

n Your CORIOmaster only plays embedded audio in uncompressed PCM format.
n Your CORIOmaster only plays audio with a frequency of 48 kHz.

If you're trying to play audio with the S/PDIF and analog audio module:

n You might have your audio device connected to the wrong output.
Each output is associated with a single canvas. Output 1 is associated with canvas 1, and so on.
Read more about the S/PDIF and analog audio module on page 22.

If you're trying to play audio with the Streaming media and 4K playback input module:

n You might be trying to listen to a stream with low latency. CORIOmaster automatically mutes streams
with low latency.

n The audio from a media item might not be compatible with your Streaming media and 4K playback input
module.

If you're trying to play audio using the S/PDIF output of a CORIOmaster micro:

n You might be listening to the wrong window.
n You might be listening to the wrong input.
n The source or output might be muted, or the audio input level is turned down too low.
n The audio from a media item might not be compatible with your Streaming media and 4K playback input
